Characteristics of a Short Story
1. It has one primary episode.

2. It has one outstanding character.

3. It has a single plot.

4. It must be very condensed.

5. It must involve at least one character in conflict, and this conflict is eventually resolved one way or another. 
Protagonist:

the central or main character in the story.

Antagonist:
the forces arrayed against the protagonist: may be other people, things, conventions of society, or traits of his or her own character.

Conflict: 

a clash of actions, desires, ideas, wills. 

Types of conflict

Internal:
something within the protagonist’s own character that he or she is battling.
External:
something or someone in the outside world that the protagonist is battling.
