· Review your terms.

· MULTI-PARAGRAPH MEANS AT LEAST THREE PARAGRAPHS! But, of course, this shouldn’t matter to you because you are going to write a COMPLETE ESSAY!

· Analyze BOTH TEXTS according to the question (stay on topic).

· Work through BOTH TEXTS chronologically in your analysis (blending in each paragraph).

Composition







(24 marks)
· You can write a story, essay, persuasive piece or descriptive piece on the provided topic.

· BE ORIGINAL! Remember that the markers will be looking at many, many, many of these compositions and you want yours to stand out.

· Create vivid imagery through descriptive language.

· Establish your sense of voice.

· Remember all the cool and original phrases you’ve masterfully written throughout my course, and work some of them into your composition.

· Use the techniques you’ve studied in other writers’ work. For example, you could be satirical, use subtle allusions, understatement, etc. 

· Avoid SENTIMENTALITY! 
· Don’t write about anything else that thousands of other students throughout the province will be writing about.

· Stick with your strengths as a writer, and be genuine.

Some general advice

1.
Get a good night’s sleep the night before the exam. You don’t want to be tired when you’re writing.

2.
Make sure you eat a good breakfast the morning of the exam (protein).

3.
Bring along at least two pens and two pencils. Remember, the multiple choice must be answered in pencil, and the short answer in pen. (USE BLUE OR BLACK INK ONLY)

4.
Make sure you completely understand what each question is asking.

5.
Use proper reference format (poetry and prose). Show the markers that you know how to quote properly.

6.
AVOID SENTIMENTALITY! No, this cannot be stated often enough! Don’t say things like how this poem is the best poem you’ve ever read. As markers, we know you’re lying! Resorting to fluff and trivialities is a waste of everyone’s time.

7.
STUDY, STUDY, STUDY FOR THE REMAINDER OF THE WEEK! I know it sounds painful, but this exam is worth 40% of your total mark. Don’t wait until the night before to look at your notes and quiz yourself.

8.
STAY CALM. If you’ve read all of the above, studied everything you need to study, and actually participated in class through discussion and completing your assignments, you will be absolutely fine!
