1.
All quotations from the poem, even if they consist of just one word, are placed in quotation 
marks.


2.
Line numbers are provided, in parentheses, after each quotation from the poem. Where you 
have quoted more than one line, you need to place a hyphen marking the first line quoted 
and the
last (7-12).


3.
When quoting more than one line, a slash / must be placed after each line.


4.
If punctuation is needed when integrating quotes into a sentence, it is the last thing provided 
after a quotation. The sequence is quotation mark, line number, and then the appropriate 
punctuation.




Season of mists and mellow fruitfulness,





          Close bosom-friend of the maturing sun;

          With fruit the vines that round the thatch-eaves run;

The following are examples of quoting and analyzing the above opening stanza of Keats’ poem “To Autumn” (yes, you must write down the examples).

Integrating Quotes:


Keats' poem "To Autumn" begins with an image of the harmony and happiness the speaker associates with the season. Autumn is referred to as a "bosom-friend" (2) who gives us a generous bounty of fruits. After more images of this natural abundance, Keats observes that autumn will "swell the gourd, and plump the hazel shells/With a sweet kernel" (7-8).


Analysis of Quotes:


The consonance in the words "swell" and "shells" enhances the image we have of natural bounty. 
"Swell" and "shells" also rhyme, which draws the reader’s attention to the richness of the image. 
Keats uses two words that sound similar as if, in this scene of abundance, everything comes in 
multiple quantities.
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
